» Schedule with the Hunt Coordi-
nator or President (see the con-
tact list).

» Provide the Hunt Coordinator a
plan.

» Send the hunt flyer to the news-
letter editor in an appropriate for-
mat for insertion into the newslet-
ter (see the contact list).

» Provide flyers at the monthly
meeting.

>» Ensure the hunt rules are dis-
cussed BEFORE the hunt.

> Police the hunt.

» Decide if the hunt is a members
only or an open hunt (non-
members may hunt).

» Write a story for the newsletter
and send it and accompanying
photos to the newsletter editor
prior to that month’s deadline.

To ensure the continuation of this hob-
by and to provide the best impression

of Eureka! and its membership, you,
as hunt master, MUST enforce all
rules, including:

1. Pouches to store finds and trash
must be worn and used at all times
during the hunt.

2. All hunters must wear headphones.

3. Absolutely no tolerance of holes left
open (a first warning, followed by a
time-out or expulsion from the hunt).

4. Hunters digging and leaving trash
of any sort on the hunt field will re-
ceive the same treatment discussed
above.

All hunts will need to be okayed by
Hunt Coordinator (see the contact list)
prior to officially being put in the news-
letter and put on.

Failure to follow the guidelines may
result in hunts being cancelled.

Hunts may be paid for in advance.
This helps the hunt master with plan-
ning for how much should be planted
in the field. In case a person must
miss the hunt, their prepaid fee may
be refunded if they call the hunt mas-
ter before the hunt and cancel, other
circumstances will be reviewed. No
refund will be given for just plain fail-
ure to show up to the hunt.

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The Passing of Two Legends of the Hobby
By Jeff Lubbert

This past month we have seen the passing of
two of the innovators of our hobby, Jerry
Tyndall and Charles Garrett.

Jerry Tyndall was the
founder and owner of
Tyndall Electronics,
the manufacturer of
Nautilus metal detec-
tors. He held several
patents, and with the
release of the DMC
(Dual Mode Circuit)
series of detectors an
instant classic of the
Civil War hunting
machine was born.
Many revere the DMC series of detectors as
one of the finest, deepest seeking VLF (Very
Low Frequency) detectors to have ever been
produced.

Jerry passed away March 31, 2015 and he is
survived by his wife of 52 years, Dottie and
his daughter Jane Wilson.

Also passing recently was Charles Garrett
who passed on April 3, 2015. Charles was
knows as an inventor, treasure hunter and
patriot.

Charles began his electronics career in 1950
when he joined the Navy and attended a 6
month electrician’s mate school. He spent 5
years in the Navy and ended up serving on
an attack troop transport in their electrical
department during the Korean War. After
his service, Charles married Eleanor and
enrolled at Lamar University to begin work
on his BS in electrical engineering.
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After some time with Texas Instruments
during which Charles worked on spacecraft
electronics and radar systems, he then
moved on to Ge-
otechnical Corpo-
ration where he
helped develop
advanced seismog-
raphy circuitry that
was planted on the
moon by Neil
Armstrong.

Then in 1964,
Charles established
Garrett Metal De-
tectors after he
rented a commer-
cial detector and was not satisfied with it.
From that point on, Garrett Metal Detectors
have been on the forefront of technology
and are seen as a leader in metal detecting
development.

Today Garrett detectors are in use all
around the world. Charles himself discov-
ered treasure on every continent (with the
exception of Antarctica) and under the
oceans, seas, lakes and rivers of the world.
You can still see many of the items Charles
found at the Garrett museum in the compa-
ny’s factory in Garland, Texas.

Garrett began producing security detectors
in 1984 with walk-through detectors and
handheld wand detectors. If you have been
to a professional sporting event in the last 2
years you have probably walked through
one of these machines. Being the patriot

that Charles was, he donated many of these
walk-through detectors, including to the
Olympic Games.

Charles was also a prolific writer with
around 20 books to his name and a rather
large number of published articles about
metal detecting, treasure hunting and securi-
ty detection published throughout the world.
